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2007 ANIMAL INTAKE POLICIES
STRAYS:

The intake fee is $25 per animal (cat or dog). Each stray animal will be held for 3 shelter
business days, according to state law, and within this time it may be retrieved by its owner, after all
fines and fees are paid. The shelter will mail a statement to each city at the end of the month detailing
the animal intake charges.

The intake fee is $50 for litters of up to 6, under 4 months of age.
NOTE: Your city might consider paying the intake fee for private citizens who bring animals to the
shelter. The benefit of this arrangement is that your animal control personnel would not be called to
respond to all stray animals. There are a number of citizens who are willing to pack up strays from
time-to-time, or have animals in the city that they cannot keep; however, we forsee that the shelter
intake fee will dissuade citizens from this. Of course, it would be wise to set a monthly or annual limit
of animals.

RETRIEVAL OF STRAYS

Before any animal over 4 months of age is released from the shelter, it’s owner must provide
proof of current rabies vaccine, or the animal will be given the vaccine by a licensed veterinarian at the
owner’s expense.

The owner of a stray animal that is picked up within city limits must get a signed release from
the city before the animal can leave the shelter, regardless of whether the owner of the animal resides
within city limits.

The shelter will notify the city of any breeds that we identify as being banned or having special
legal requirements.

SEIZURES:
The fee is $20 per night for each cat or dog seized by law enforcement, e.g. for neglect, cruelty,

viciousness, or code/zoning/regulation violation. This fee will be billed to the law enforcement agent’s
office at the end of each month.

QUARANTINES:
The fee is $20 per night for each cat or dog that must be quarantined because it bit someone,

plus $50 for a reciuured veterinary examination and rabies vaccine at the end of the 10-day quarantine
period. If the 10™ day falls on a Sunday, or a veterinarian is otherwise unavailable for the $50 fee, the
