We also discussed ordinances 3-207 and 3-312C. Ordinance3-207 states “No
building shall be erected, placed, or altered on any lot until the construction
plans and specifications and a plan showing the location of the structures
have been approved by the city council, or by a committee designated by said
council....”. Ordinance 3-312C,Section 2, Article VII, paragraph b, line 7 reads,
“Any building or structure attached or detached, erected, placed or altered
requires a building permit.” Line 15 reads “The aforementioned building or
structure shall not be erected, placed or altered on any lot until
recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission and approved by the
City Council.”

Due to situations that have arisen, the committee would like City Councils
definition of “altered”. Example, does doing a complete tear down of a screened-
in porch and rebuilding on the existing pad with a closed in porch with windows,
constitute altered?
